Today we will visit both dry
and wet mountain forests, visit the famous Snowy River, and walk beside a wilderness creek where the landscape
changes dramatically from the sunny, dry slopes to the near-rainforest of the gully. Your Wildlife Guide provides
detailed information of the formation of these mighty forests, and helps you search for Lyrebirds, parrots, goannas,

On
the way back to Melbourne we visit the Krowathunkoolong Keeping Place, an informative Aboriginal Cultural Centre
in Bairnsdale. We also search for Grey-headed Flying-foxes in their daytime roosts beside t he river at Bairnsdale {a

targe colony set up there in 2013, and at the time of writing provide great viewing opportunities. They may move on
at any time though).
